This event is the 2010 British BIU BikeTrial Championship Final (for 2010 one round only) and is open to all riders with an ACU trials licence. The event will consist of two laps of ten sections. Punch cards will be used for marking rider’s scores. Results and awards for the Championship  will be presented on the day. The event is open to (1) riders with a 2010 ACU Trials licence. Or (2) riders without an ACU licence who can enter for an additional payment of £5.00. (see declaration below for payment details)

The routes for the various classes are marked with pairs of coloured markers. The Blue route is common for all classes. There will be White, Green, Orange, Red or Yellow principal deviations to these routes for the various categories as listed below. There may also be an additional basic easy route added for beginners. For 2010 riders can choose to enter a harder route than their age related category. They will then classified in the results of the harder category. If a rider wishes to enter an easier route than their age related category then they will not be classified in the championship results. This new rule will allow riders to select the route most suited to their abilities. 

It is the rider's responsibility to ensure that their cycle complies with the rules as shown in the ACU handbook and any championship supplementary regulations issued for the meeting. The maximum wheel size  allowed for riders under15 years of age is 20 inches.    

Helmet, pants, shirt and shoes must be worn by riders as listed in the 2010 ACU handbook. It is also recommended (but not compulsory ) to wear boots or shoes giving ankle protection, shin guards, gloves, full length pants and a shirt with long sleeves.

Hook Woods is situated off of Blakes Lane, West Horsley, Nr. Guildford, Surrey,  KT24 6ET, on the A246 

From M25  J9  

Follow the A24 and then the A246 towards Guilford. From the mini roundabout at West Horsley on the A246 (Bell & Colville Garage) head towards Guildford, after approximately 500 yards (look for a bus stop) turn left into Blakes Lane (signposted Woolgars Farm). After 200 yards turn left, continue straight up the unmade road and then follow the concrete road to and park in the designated area.

Hook Woods is at the end of this track / road about half a mile from Woolgars Farm.

From Guilford 

Follow the A246 towards West Horsley. Blakes Lane will be on your right hand side about 4 miles from Guilford

Camping at Hook Wood is £5-00 per Vehicle or Tent. This fee has to be paid prior to the start of the trial to the EBTC. The EBTC has to pay the landowner for overnight camping.

BIU 2010 BRITISH CHAMPIONSHIP TRIAL

The 2010 BIU British BikeTrial Championship (1 Round only) will be on Sept.12th at Hook Wood.

Riders can either enter their age related Championship classes and be classified in the championship results or ride an easier route which most suits their ability (“Out of Class”) 

The Championship class riders can also elect to ride in a category above their age related class if they want to. The new route they ride will be deemed their Championship category and they will classified in the championship results of the class they have ridden in. 

This system for 2010 will ensure that all riders can ride a route that most suits their abilities. 

There will be an additional easy route (white cards with a black X) which will be easier than the championship White route so that there will be a suitable route for everybody including young or inexperienced riders to enter.
