The results of the Official British BikeTrial Championship are used to determine rider’s national ranking. This ranking is used to determine a rider’s eligibility for the next years BIU World Championship. Each nation is allowed twenty riders on the Saturday and twenty on the Sunday (excluding World Ranking Elite riders) per event. A BikeTrial International Union licence is required to be able enter any worldwide BIU/EBU event (except UK National Events).

If you wish to enter any 2010 International BIU or EBU competitions, please complete the attached Licence form and return to address stated.

Entry is usually free (but at some competitions an entry fee may be applied), as is the camping at the venues. Lists of hotels will be available nearer the dates.

Entries are accepted only from the Delegate of each Country on one form for each Round.

If more than 20 riders wish to participate on any given day, then places will be chosen from previous results. 

The selection will be made by the Official BikeTrialUK Committee.

1. This licence form is a commitment to participate in BIU/EBU BikeTrial events. 

2. Failure to notify the Delegate of cancellation of the entry will result in a fine of £50.00 

3. Riders must abide with the competition clothing requirements as per the 2010 BIU rules and also note that one-piece ankle protective boots must be worn 

4. All riders are expected to respect the Country they represent, the Officials of the Host village/town and the Organisers of the event.

5. The Committee will have the power to take action against any rider in breach of behavioural requirements.

6. Any disputes with Observers decisions must be solved ONLY by the rider concerned. Thereafter an official protest has to be submitted to the Event Director within 30 minutes of the arrival of the last competitor to the finish control (Refer to Rules).

7. Riders MUST attend the Opening Ceremony, wearing the official team kit (unless in exceptional circumstances previously agreed with the delegate). A £50.00 fine will be issued for non compliance.

8. Start times for competitions are verified by the Jury who usually hold a meeting on the evening prior to each Competition. Every effort will be made by the Delegate to instruct each rider of their individual starting times, but it is ultimately the riders’ responsibility to verify the start times with the Delegate.

9. Failure to start the competition at the official starting time could result in disqualification (at the discretion of the organisers).
