FAMILY MEMBERSHIP The £10-00 membership fee for an individual rider also includes family membership for parents, brothers and sisters who live at the same address. 

We have to stress that the EBTC and the sport of BikeTrial is run by volunteers and all riders will be required to either provide an Observer or to be an Observer themselves at least twice a season at Club trials. Each competition entry form will require every rider to nominate an Observer. Riders who do not nominate an Observer will not have their entry accepted for that competition unless they show themselves as an Observer. A list of Observers / Riders who have provided an Observer will be maintained and once you have observed you will drop to the bottom of the list so that other people take their turn. Riders under eleven years old are exempted from providing an Observer. The Clerk of the Course is not expected to Observe and this counts for one session completed. First time riders are not expected to provide an Observer until they have competed in three trials. Assistance will be given to new Observers until they are familiar with the penalisation rules. A DVD is available on loan to assist new Observers to become familiar with the rules. The DVD is also on line (a 101Mb file) on the Thinkbikes website. www.thinkbikes.com   (You will need Div X software to run the file) You can download this from the web if you do not already have it on your computer.

All EBTC trials are held under the BikeTrial rules as shown in the ACU handbook and conditions on our entry forms.

All competitors have to be affiliated members of the Auto Cycle Union and produce their current 2010 ACU Trials Registration Card at each trial. This is an insurance related requirement and failure to produce this card will result in your entry into the competition being refused.  Contact the ACU, Tel. 01788 560400 for a BikeTrial / Trials Registration Licence Form if you have not already got a current ACU 2010 licence. This form will also have to be signed and stamped by the Secretary of the ACU club you belong to. This confirms to the ACU that you are a current member of an ACU affiliated club. The EBTC can also supply you with the ACU Licence form.

INFORMATION REGARDING EBTC MEMBERSHIP AND ACU TRIALS LICENCE FORM
The Essex BikeTrial Club is affiliated to the Auto Cycle Union as a Non-Territorial Club and will be known as  “EBTC  BikeTrial Our Sport”. This is the name that appears in the ACU handbook and will identify us as a BikeTrial club and not a motorcycle club. 

Briefly the reasons for joining the ACU are as follows. It was suggested, by other people also prepared to run organised BikeTrial events, that it would be beneficial to the sport of BikeTrial if we all operated within the same structured framework. This would allow the sport to grow and it would be easier for new clubs to be formed if we all belonged to the same National organisation. The ACU was seen as the best way to achieve these aims as it already has a countrywide network of clubs and a system of sub dividing the country into area centres. 

Clubs and officials have to ensure they are covered by an adequate insurance policy for all the competitions they organise and the ACU through its insurers are able to provide specific insurance cover for clubs, officials and riders for trials events.

The main requirements for a competitor at any event held with an ACU insurance permit is that they must have an ACU licence (annual cost £10-00 for a trials licence) and belong to an ACU affiliated club. The ACU require you to show you are a member of an ACU club by having your ACU Trials Licence Registration Form countersigned and stamped by the Club Secretary of the ACU Club you belong to. You have to register with the ACU once only per year, if you have already done so via another Club then ignore this information and the registration form I have sent (if you requested one). The ACU registration is per calendar year and runs from January 1st and ends on December 31st each year.
